Jesus Submits to the Father

“My Father, if it is not possible for this cup to 
be taken away unless I drink it, may your will 
be done.” -Matthew 26:42



The Garden of Gethsemane
Jesus Submits to the Father

Submit = accept or yield to the authority or 

will of another person



The Garden of Gethsemane
Jesus Submits to Scripture

“But how then would the Scriptures be 
fulfilled that say it must happen in this way?”

-Matthew 26:54

Jesus Submits to Scripture

“But this has all taken place that the writings 
of the prophets might be fulfilled.”

-Matthew 26:56



The Garden of Gethsemane
Submission Has a Cost

•Character, Blessing and Honor
“Although he was a son, he learned obedience from what 
he suffered and once made perfect, he became the 
source of eternal salvation for all who obey him and was 
designated by God the be high priest in the order of 
Melchizedek”

•Joy and Honor
“Let us fix our eyes on Jesus, the author and perfecter of 
our faith, who for the joy set before him endured the 
cross, scorning its shame, and sat down at the right 
hand of the throne of God.”

•Glory and Honor to God
