-A series of bad decisions left Lot in a place where he was seemingly trapped. 
“. . .but the unfaithful are trapped by evil desires.”  Proverbs 11:6 
 
 
 
 
How Did Sodom Burn? (Gen. 19:24-25) 
-Possible Explanations: 

-earthquake and burning pitch 
-meteor

SCIENCE NOTE.   Evidence of Genesis account of Sodom and Gomorrah 
Cities in the presumed area of Sodom and Gomorrah have been excavated. 
These evacuations indicate that the cities were destroyed very quickly by some 
catastrophic event.  Items (like weapons and pottery) melted, indicating intense 
heat.  Material was scattered, indicating an explosion or violent wind.  Items 
inside homes were untouched, while items outside had melted, indicating that 
the heat and wind came down from the sky.
