Belief and Obedience
we know that a person is not justified 
by works of the law but through faith in 
Jesus Christ, so we also have believed in 
Christ Jesus, in order to be justified by 
faith in Christ and not by works of the 
law, because by works of the law no one 
will be justified. – Galatians 2:16

For by grace you have been saved 
through faith. And this is not your own 
doing; it is the gift of God, not a result 
of works, so that no one may boast. 

– Ephesians 2:8-9

and the Scripture was fulfilled that 
says, “Abraham believed God, and it was 
counted to him as righteousness”—and 
he was called a friend of God. You see 
that a person is justified by works and 
not by faith alone. […]



Belief and Obedience

[...] For as the body apart from the 
spirit is dead, so also faith apart from 
works is dead.

Belief and Obedience
So, every healthy tree bears good fruit, 
but the diseased tree bears bad fruit. A 
healthy tree cannot bear bad fruit, nor 
can a diseased tree bear good fruit. 
Every tree that does not bear good fruit 
is cut down and thrown into the fire.
