Hide out in Ephraim (edge of the wilderness) John 11:54
Orders to report sightings of Jesus John 11:57
Plans to kill Lazarus as well John 12:20



Courage

Six days before the Passover, Jesus therefore came to
Bethany, where Lazarus was, whom Jesus had raised

from the dead. So they gave a dinner for him
there. Martha served, and Lazarus was one of those

reclining with him at table.
John 12:1-2



Courage

When the large crowd of the Jews learned that Jesus
was there, they came, not only on account of him but
also to see Lazarus, whom he had raised from the
dead. So the chief priests made plans to put Lazarus
to death as well, because on account of him many of
the Jews were going away and believing in Jesus.

John 12: 9-11



Confidence -in the love and commitment of Jesus
